Write a Conclusion to Your Essay
Don’t “whimp-out” of your essay with a limp ending!


A conclusion wraps up an essay and it the part the reader often remembers—your final words on a subject.  It is meant to remind the reader about your main point. Sometimes it is a summary of what you have said in the rest of the essay. It should include a memorable last sentence.


To get a final sentence that is well written and memorable, try writing five sentences that say the same basic thing. Word them as differently as possible. For example, make one short and simple. Make another longer and more detailed. Then, choose the one you like most from the five.

Here is how you can write a conclusion:

( Revisit the Introduction. 

Use some of the same language, but not exactly. Don’t repeat the introduction, but build on it.

( Summarize. 

Stress your main points, but don’t use the same words you did earlier, or the conclusion will be boring.

( Suggest a Solution to a Problem.

If you have focused on a problem in the essay, tell about a possible solution.

( Discuss a Larger Meaning.

What is the importance of what you have said in a wider perspective? Move from the specifics of your topic to the deeper concerns or meaning.

( Ask A Question That Relates to the Topic.

Ask about an issue that is related or that has not been discussed.
