Prompts—take these apart to plan for writing. 

First determine the problem and restate it—perhaps filling in details from an actual situation you have observed or experienced. Then decide what you would do, in a logical sequence. 
1. You are shopping with a friend who puts several CDs in her purse without paying for them. What will you do? Tell the steps of how you will handle this.
2. Your four-year-old has taken an expensive toy he has been wanting from a neighbor child's home. You do not have enough money to buy the toy yourself. How will you handle this situation? Explain how you would handle this situation, step by step.

3. Your brother has been diagnosed with leukemia, and needs a bone marrow transplant. You are the only compatible donor. Being a donor is a painful and risky process. Tell what you might do in this situation.

4. You have been asked by a counseling center to talk to a group of teenagers who have been in trouble with the law. You have been asked to give your advice for success. What will you say? 

5.  Studies show, in general, that the happiest people are middle aged adults. Explain why you think this may be true, or tell why you think this is not/won’t be true for you.

6. Families can be wonderful support systems for people, but family dynamics can also trouble people. Describe, from your observation or personal experience, examples regarding a family that was either a great support network or one that failed to support members.

7. In the US many older adults go to live in retirement and then nursing homes where they may eventually die. In other countries it is often the custom that elderly parents go to live with their children who provide for them until death. Tell, in your opinion, which is the better system. Tell why you hold this opinion.
