2. Don’t move. There is a rattlesnake! Snakes lose their skins and kill rodents.
3. I am looking forward to a vacation. It’s fun to imagine what it will be like to go on the cruise-for-two that I won on a local radio show. The ship will take us to Hawaii and back to Seattle in seven days. During the time I am in school, I prefer playing video games—sometimes I am lazy. The cruise will be restful and I am glad I get to take a friend along.
4. Frank is beginning to look for his first job. He is going from business to business, filling out applications for work. He has already put together a resume and purchased an interview suit. Frank goes to the gym too much, and so doesn’t have time to see his girlfriend, Alice, who is very angry with him right now. He may even be willing to move to get the right job so that he can pay for his new car. Frank hopes he won’t have to leave Washington State to look for work, however. 

5. Though Keisha came to the US only five years ago, she has learned to speak and write English well. She knows English grammar better than most native speakers, and rarely makes a mistake when she speaks or sends emails. Keisha’s father is an Engineer who writes English well, but who has not learned to speak it as well as his daughter.
