Introduction: this part tells who, where, and when

rising action:  the part in which the conflict or problem gets worse

falling action:  the part in which the conflict gets sorted out, solved

climax:  the highest point of tension before action falls

resolution:	the ending or the moral of the story

plot:	all the parts of a story that can be shown on a line of events

conflict: the problem that the main character has

setting: when and where a story takes place

points of view:  the ways different people, readers or characters, see a story

audience:  the reader that the author thinks of when she/he writes
